The Fourth place: Aonori-ura Shrine
Nakatsutsu-no-o-no-mikoto is enshrined. Participants visit the shrine to pray for the
safety of the tour, and join a ritual of chinowa-kuguri.

With a length of 3 km, the Aonori River drains in Miyajima Town and empties
into Aonori-ura Beach. Downstream the river is surrounded by Mt. Aonori
(282.28 m) in the west and Mt. Rouzu (191.3 m) in the east. The river flows
slightly toward the southeast in this area. Because of the development of a
sandbar, an outlet of the river is formed at the south side of the mountains.
The total length of the sandbar is about 113 m, and the width of the sandbar
around the Aonori-ura Shrine (the fourth shrine of the pilgrimage) is about 65
m.

The Fifth place: Yamashiro-hama Shrine
Uwatsuwatatsumi-no-mikoto is enshrined. Participants see the shrine from a boat.
